All month look for beets, broccoli, Brus-
sels sprouts, cabbage, carrots, cauliflower, celery, collard greens, kale, leeks,
onions, patsnips, potatoes, pumpkins, winter squash, Swiss chard, turnips, ap-

ples, grapes, pears and watermelon.
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I Taste test apples with your children. At the farmers’ market,
farm stand or local supermarket, choose 2-3 different varieties
of apples to try. Once you get home, wash and slice each apple.

Microwave Applesauce
Serves 7
Serving size: 1/2 cup

Ingredients

6 apples, peeled, cored and quartered or
chopped (about 8 cups)

Ya cup water

Y4 cup sugar (or less to taste)

Y4 teaspoon cinnamon

Directions - M
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1. Place apples and water in a 2 quart microwave safe dish. Cover with
microwave-safe cover.

Cook on high for 10 to 12 minutes or until the apples are soft enough
to mash.

Use a potato masher or fork to make chunky applesauce.

Add the sugar a little at a time to reach desired sweetness. Add cin-
namon.

Serve warm or chilled. Refrigerate leftovers within 2 hours.
